Per March 10, 2021 BOD Minutes, the following
changes have been made regarding Llama and Alpaca
Performance Classes:

Performance Division Change

Animals must show in the appropriate division.
Eligibility requirements for animals to show in the
Novice division are outlined as follows:

A Novice animal is defined as an animal who has not
earned 4 or more Grand or Reserve Championships
(any combination of 4, whether Grands or Reserves)

e in any performance division, Novice,
Open or Youth, or

¢ in any Show Association or Open Show
with a minimum of 5 in the division.

e A double point show is counted as double
championships regardless of number of

times the course was run.
If a Novice animal has moved to the Advanced division
in any other Show Association, they must show in the
Advanced division in ALSA. Once an animal is
entered in Advanced, it cannot move back to Novice.

e It is up to the owner/exhibitor to keep a
record of their animal placements and
championships and to and enter the
animal correctly when entering ALSA
performance classes.

e Any animal shown in the wrong division
will have any placements awards or titles
removed.

Requirement for Mandatory Obstacles has been
removed.

The obstacles listed in ALSA Handbook Part M as
mandatory may still be included on any of the Pack,
Obstacle or Public Relations courses, but are not
required.
